7.1 Design consideration must be given to the relationship and position of downpipes and capacity of
spouting relevant to the roof areas and roof pitches. Refer to Table 1 for effective cross-sectional
areas of the gutter profiles. NZBC Acceptable Solution E1/AS1 can be used to verify the adequacy
of the roof drainage design. Additional guidance is available in BRANZ Bulletin Issue 509 Sizing of
gutters and downpipes.
 
7.2 Detailing of the supporting structure (fascia, soffit bearer and associated roof framing) is the
responsibility of the designer to ensure structural adequacy to support Iplex Rainwater™ Systems.
7.3 The recommended minimum fall for Iplex® spouting is 1:500. However an absolute minimum fall
of 1:2,000 is acceptable where necessitated by the particular installation. The spouting must be
sloped such that it discharges to the downpipe in accordance with NZBC Acceptable Solution
E1/AS1.
7.4 Downpipes are secured to the outlet with 10 mm x 8 g screws. Downpipes must be secured to the
building with support brackets and fixings appropriate for the substrate and corrosion zone.
7.5 Design detailing must ensure that Iplex Rainwater™ Systems can be mounted with a clearance
from the bottom edge of the roofing. BRANZ Bulletin 509 recommends that the top of the back
edge of the gutter is a maximum of 50 mm from the roofing. Where an eaves flashing is utilised,
adequate clearance for the Iplex Rainwater™ Systems gutter must be provided.
7.6 Whenever possible, the installation of Iplex Rainwater™ Systems should be completed after any
painting or coating is completed (e.g. painting of timber fascia boards).
